STEPS TO APPLY

1) Application – Complete the Application for Admission form that is provided in the MBA Information package, or online via our website, and submit the $50 application fee.
2) Resume – Include a current resume with your admission portfolio.

3) Recommendations (2) – Complete the top portion of the two Recommendation forms and have both recommenders send the forms directly to the Wingate University MBA Program.  Recommendation forms are available in the MBA information package or online via our website.

4) Transcripts – Complete the Transcript Request form(s) to request official transcripts from all colleges and universities attended to be sent directly to the Wingate University MBA Program.  Transcript Request forms are available in the MBA information package or online via our website.

5) GMAT – Request your official GMAT score to be sent directly to the Wingate University MBA Program.  The institutional code number for Wingate University is OOG-NM-57.  Information about the GMAT and local testing center can be found at www.mba.com.   *A GMAT waiver may be considered in certain situations.  Please contact the MBA Director for details.

APPLICATION TIPS

1) Individual components of your application portfolio may be sent separately; it is not necessary to submit the application in its entirety all at once.
2) Applications are now being accepted for the following upcoming semesters:
Summer session I – begins the week of May 21, 2012

Summer session II – begins the week of July 9, 2012

Fall semester – begins the week of August 27, 2012
3) Applications are accepted on a rolling basis, with admission possible up until the beginning of each semester.  However, early application is advised as admissions are on a space available basis.

4) For those with non-business undergraduate degrees, please consider our one-semester prerequisite course (“Business 500”) which satisfies all of the required prerequisite course work and facilitates rapid entry into the MBA Program.  Although Business 500 is typically only offered during the Fall semester, opportunities may also exist for non-business majors to enter the MBA Program during the Spring or Summer semesters prior to taking Business 500 in the Fall.
5) In order to expedite the application process, you may send us the “test-taker’s” copy of your GMAT score which you will receive immediately upon test completion.  The official edition of the GMAT score will typically arrive 2-3 weeks later.  
6) A GMAT waiver may be considered in certain circumstances.  Please contact the MBA Director for details.
